Anglesey Primary School is a popular Local Authority school just outside the 
centre of the City of Birmingham and has over 760 pupils aged  
4 – 11. The school values the contribution that each of its pupils brings and 
encourages them to develop as individuals within a strong community. It offers a 
broad, balanced curriculum delivered by a dedicated staff team who use 
innovative ideas to inspire the children’s learning. 
 
Like many schools, Anglesey has grown over time and has a mixture of buildings 
on two sites that include Victorian buildings and 1970s additions.  
 
The school had two separate analogue CCTV camera systems, each with around a dozen cameras, but they did not 
provide the coverage needed to ensure the safety of its pupils, staff and visitors. Furthermore, because footage from 
the cameras could only be stored for a couple of days, it was of limited use. 
 
Anglesey’s IT Manager Alex Bradley was tasked with sourcing a suitable alternative. Research told him that digital 
CCTV cameras could provide the solution the school needed. Having established this, he asked three companies to 
tender for the contract to install and maintain the cameras.
